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Chairman’s Message

In my report to you, our members, for 2008, I indicated
that 2009 would be a difficult year for our economy, as well
as for our country. The facts have supported this assertion.
Unemployment still hovers around ten percent of our work
force, and this figure does not include the millions who have
simply given up looking for work.

Financial institutions are closing their doors in almost every
state of our country. In Illinois alone over twenty banks were
taken over by other banks. Automakers sold 10.4 million
vehicles last year, down 21.2 percent from 2008, the fewest
since 1970.

While the economy grew at a 5.9 percent annualized
pace in the fourth quarter of 2009, stronger than many
economists had initially estimated, this growth is not
expected to continue. The expectations for 2010 are for
much slower economic activity.

The Ukrainian credit union movement in the United States has been
severely affected by this economic crisis. There are sixteen Ukrainian
Credit Unions in the United States, with total assets of $2,507,070,882
as of December 31, 2009. Unfortunately of these sixteen Ukrainian
Credit Unions, eight had operating losses in 2009. These losses
amounted to 8.5 million dollars.

Our Credit Union, while clearly not immune from the economic
malaise, nonetheless finished 2009 with positive results. Our figures are

as follows: — »ocets: $585,582,719
Net Income: $1,770,814
Community Expenses
and Foundation: $1,888,848
Members: 23,719

Comparing these results to 2008, we see that while our assets grew,
our net income in 2009 fell. Clearly the economy has affected the whole
financial sector.

In great measure the fact that our credit union posted positive results
in 2009 is due to the dedication of our Board of Directors, the Advisory
Committee of New Jersey, our Credit and Supervisory Committees, and
most of all our dedicated staff under the leadership of our President
and CEO, Bohdan Watral. To all of them I offer a sincere thank you. It is
an honor for me to be able to work with such dedicated people for the
benefit of our Ukrainian American community. A sincere thank you must
also be given to you, our members, for your continuing support of your
credit union.

May God bless every one of you, the United States of America and
Ukraine.

President’s Report

In 2009 the United States economy was in the
depths of a prolonged recession, the result of a
decade of unsustainable excess. During that time
we were preparing Selfreliance UAFCU for today’s

impending economic downturn. We strengthened our

policy of prudent lending and increased our capital.

As 2009 progressed, we experienced higher
expenditures. Loan losses increased to $1,847,000.
An additional assessment by the National Credit
Union Administration amounted to $483,000,
and our portion of corporate credit union losses
totaled $1,500,000. We implemented additional
cost containment measures while maintaining our
commitment to our staff, community and members.
We reduced expenditures for compensation,
employee benefits, travel and conference, and office
operations by $518,000, which allowed us to achieve
a healthy net income of $1,770,000.

As other institutions struggle, Selfreliance UAFCU
continues to be one of the healthiest financial
institutions in the United States, with record capital
of $86,700,000, which translates to a solid 15
% of assets. This continued success is the result of
the cohesive and productive working relationship
that exists within our Board of Directors, chaired
by Michael R. Kos, and Committees, in partnership
with our capable staff. I am very grateful for their
dedication, contributions and commitment.

As we look forward to 2010, we see that the road
to recovery could be long and arduous. We are
prepared to continue to provide our members with
prudent financial services, support our community,
and remain true to the philosophy of “people helping
people”.

Although 2010 may be a difficult year, rest assured
that we are not only proud of our past, but prepared
for the future.

Thank you, dear members, for the trust that you
have placed in Selfreliance UAFCU.

SUAFCU provides its members with various
financial services in the greater Chicago area
and in New Jersey, including loans to purchase
homes, businesses, and automobiles; personal
loans, and Visa® credit cards.

All loans are approved in compliance with
federal legislation, National Credit Union
Administration (NCUA) regulations, and policies
established by our Board of Directors.

In 2009, the Credit Committee approved 850
loans, totaling $40,515,720.

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Supervisory Committee Report

The Supervisory Committee acts as an advocate on
behalf of the Credit Union members. The Committee
identifies areas of possible concern and presents
analyses and recommendations for improvement to the
Board of Directors on a monthly basis. Its activity is
reported to the membership at the Annual Meeting.

The Supervisory Committee performs its duties
in accordance with the National Credit Union
Administration’s (NCUA) Rules and Regulations, and
cooperates with federal examiners and with independent
CPA auditors.

In 2009 the Committee included Bohdan Wruskyj -
Chairman, Orest Ciapka and Joseph Owerko. Internal
controls and audits were managed by Lubomyr
Klymkowych. This year’s audit included tests to ensure:

1. necessary safeguards of members’ assets and
information;

2. that all members and employees are given equal
opportunities and treatment;

. that membership, loan and other documentation
follow set policies and procedures;

. accuracy of cash counts in teller drawers and vaults;

. that reports are timely and fairly represent the
financial and operating results;

. that the credit union is compliant with all Federal
Regulations.

A detailed annual audit was performed by the CPA
firm of Doeren Mayhew, which was selected from a field
of six professional CPA firms. With special emphasis
on risk management, they issued a unqualified opinion
that reports of Selfreliance UAFCU fairly present its
operations and financial position.

NCUA regulators examined our loan department policies
and procedures and commended highly our institution for
its stability and financial strength.

We commend the Board of Directors, Committees,
management and employees of Selfreliance Ukrainian
American Federal Credit Union for their hard work and
commitment to our credit union. I thank the Supervisory
Committee members and Lubomyr Klymkowych for their
continued dedication and enthusiasm.
