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Chairman’s Message

Decreasing unemployment, heightened consumer confidence and
plummeting gas prices in 2014 helped the US economy continue on a
strong recovery path.

At the end of 2014 the unemployment rate in the US was 5.6%, down
from 6.7% a year earlier. In 2014 the US added 2.95 million jobs; 252,000
in December alone. This is the best job growth seen in over twenty years.

The stock market’s Dow index rose to 18,000 for the first time in its
history.

However not all benefitted from this economic growth. Average worker’s
wages have been stagnant for four decades, despite gains in productivity
and corporate profits. This, of course, is because while the unemployment
rate is down, there are still too many workers looking for jobs and willing
to take these jobs for lower wages. It's an employer driven market. To
quote a well-worn phrase: “the rich get richer,” etc.

These economic factors influenced the operations of our credit union
during 2014. We ended 2014 with the following results:

$ 429,955,159 Assets
$ 3,630,614 Income
20,149 Members
These figures are indicative of a well-run financial institution. For this we are
grateful to our professional staff, under the leadership of our President and CEO,
Bohdan Watral. They have taken the words of the credit union’s mission statement to
heart.

While 2014 was a successful year financially, the staff and the Board of Directors
have several areas of concern. First is the credit union industry itself. Just a few years
ago there were over 9,000 credit unions in the US. Today that number is just over
6,000.

Our credit union’s assets, while strong, have decreased by over half a million dollars
when compared to 2013. But the decline in membership of our credit union is what
concerns us most. Membership decreased by 1,115 members in 2014.

This is due primarily to the following reasons. First, most who have been members
since our institution began are no longer with us. Sadly, more often than not, their
children close these accounts and bank elsewhere. Immigration from Ukraine has
come to a basic standstill, thus depriving the credit union of new members from that
source. Most important is that many (but certainly not all) young Ukrainian Americans
are assimilating into the mainstream of American life. More and more young
professionals have no need for a brick and mortar institution. They do their banking
on the internet, using their tablets or cell phones. Google wallet and Apple pay are
strong competitors for the young professional.

Our Board of Directors is addressing these important issues, to assure the
continuity and viability of our financial institution.

As I close the year I would like to thank you, our members, for your continuing
support. I would also like to thank my colleagues on the Board Of Directors, the New
Jersey Advisory, Credit and Supervisory Committees. May God bless each and every
one of you, and may God bless the United States of America and Ukraine.

President’s Report

Selfreliance Ukrainian American FCU was chartered in 1951 to help
our members succeed and to support the community we serve. Over
the years we have created a strong bond with our members, and
working hand in hand we have accomplished much.

Our accomplishments are reflected in our financial statements, which
are presented on the following pages.

Our net income increased to $3,630,614 resulting in raising our
capital to a record $93,652,460. Our capital translates to an impressive
21.8% of assets, 27.6% of shares and 44.9% of loans, placing our
financial institution among the most stable in the United States.

We continually invest in new technology to allow our members
easier remote access to their accounts. We have restructured our
loan department to meet the ever changing needs of our members,
resulting in a net increase of $10,246,490 in loans outstanding.

Where we see weakness is in the growth of our assets; due primarily to
the drop in our membership. This dynamic is not limited to us alone, it is
reflected in the reality of our Ukrainian American credit union movement.

At one time there were 33 Ukrainian American credit unions; now there
are only 14.

As I had mentioned in our previous annual report, we are at a crossroads.
We need to grow to allow us to continue to provide relevant financial
services. In order to accomplish this goal, our Board of Directors, headed
by Dr. Michael Kos, is strategically evaluating all the options available to
us. These options need to focus on preserving and growing our capital,
rewarding you, our core members, and increasing the support we provide
our community.

In closing, first and foremost, I would like to thank you, our members,
for allowing us to serve your needs. I am grateful for the countless
hours and tireless commitment of the members of our Board, Credit,
Supervisory and Advisory committees. I am proud of our entire staff for
their professionalism, their dedication and their caring commitment to our
members, and helping our institution grow.

In unity there is strength, and united we shall succeed.

Supervisory Committee Report

The Supervisory Committee acts as an advocate on behalf
of Credit Union members. The Committee identifies areas of
possible concern and presents analyses and recommendations
for improvement to the Board of Directors on a monthly basis,
and to the Credit Union’s members at the Annual Meeting. In
2014 the Committee included Bohdan Wruskyj — Chairman, Daria
Twardowsky-Vincent, Joseph Owerko and Andres Durbak. Internal
controls and audits were managed by Lubomyr Klymkowych.

The Supervisory Committee performs its duties in accordance
with the National Credit Union Administration’s (NCUA) Rules and
Regulations, and cooperates with federal examiners and with
independent CPA auditors. This year’s efforts were concentrated in
the area of lending, specifically compliance and adherence to policy
and procedures.

NCUA examiners conducted a Lending Risk Focused Examination
concluding that our institution is sound in this difficult environment.
A detailed annual audit was performed by the CPA firm of Doeren
Mayhew. With special emphasis on risk management, they issued
an unqualified (clean) opinion that the reports of Selfreliance UAFCU
fairly present its operations and financial position.

We commend the Board of Directors, the New Jersey Advisory
Board, Loan Committee, Management and the dedicated employees
of Selfreliance Ukrainian American Federal Credit Union for their
hard work and commitment to our Credit Union. I thank the
Supervisory Committee members and Lubomyr Klymkowych for
their continued service.
