The war in Ukraine continues to weigh heavily on our hearts. Our
prayers are with the Ukrainian people and with our members who have
lost loved ones in this brutal and unprovoked war.

In 2025, we focused on expanding our geographic footprint
and investing in our physical presence. We opened a new branch in
Cromwell, CT, strengthening our commitment to the New England
region. We also purchased a building for our future branch in Palatine,
IL, supporting long-term growth in one of our most active markets.
In addition, we signed a lease for a new branch in Minnetonka, MN,
expanding our presence in the Twin Cities area, home to a strong and
vibrant Ukrainian American community.

Financially, 2025 was a strong year. Despite inflation, higher loan
delinquency, and the challenges of a K-shaped economy, we exceeded
our projected net income. This result shows the strength and stability
of our credit union. Member deposits grew by 8%, supported by
competitively priced Certificates of Deposit, including a rare no early
termination penalty option. Loans increased by 11%, with nearly $170
million in new loan originations — the highest amount in Selfreliance’s
history. This growth was driven in part by our residential mortgage
program, which includes a one-time, no-cost rate modification. This
feature helped reduce stress for members during a period of high
interest rates, housing affordability challenges, and limited inventory.
For the first time, income before Foundation contributions exceeded
$8 million. This allowed us to better serve our members, invest in tech-
nology and employees, expand our branch network, and strengthen
our long-term capabilities.

Looking ahead to 2026, we will continue improving our digital
banking tools and plan to introduce full Business Digital Banking
services. This will better support our members who currently use
outside institutions for their business needs. We are also launching a
Financial Education Program to improve financial literacy and support
future generations. Additionally, we plan to expand our leadership
team to bring greater specialization, sharper focus, and continued
service improvements.

I sincerely thank our Board of Directors, Supervisory Committee,
Advisory Committees, and employees for their dedication. Their
commitment to excellent service is reflected in our annual member
survey Net Promoter Score of 81 — nearly twice the score of large
commercial banks.

In 2026, Selfreliance will celebrate its 75th anniversary. For three
quarters of a century, we have been guided by a simple belief: money
should serve people, not the other way around. Every decision reflects
that belief. Every success we achieve is shared with our community.
Our Marketing and Foundation community support continues to grow,
showing the strong connection between our financial success and our
mission. Support for New England in 2025 alone matched the total
USNEFCU contributions made in the five years before the merger.

As an active Selfreliance member, you personally make a real
difference. Every dollar you entrust to us strengthens the Ukrainian
American diaspora. When making financial decisions, remember
that other institutions do not reinvest in our community the way
Selfreliance does. Together, we preserve our heritage, support one
another, and build a stronger future. Thank you for trusting us as your
financial partner.

Strategic Expansion of Branch Network

We are proud to share that Selfreliance Federal Credit Union
continues to grow and expand its ability to serve its members through
strategic branch development in multiple regions, improving access and
convenience while maintaining the trusted service our members expect.

In 2026, we plan to open a new Minnesota branch at 11064 Cedar
Lake Road, Minnetonka, MN, with a targeted late March or early April
opening. We are also planning a future expanded facility next to our
current Palatine location at 746 S. Vermont in Palatine, IL, expected
to be completed in late 2027. In addition, we successfully opened
our Cromwell, Connecticut branch in May 2025 at 5 Commerce Drive,
Cromwell, CT, within the Ukrainian Cultural Center. Together, these
projects reflect our continued commitment to strengthening our branch
network and serving members in the communities we support.

Real Estate Lending and Member Support

In 2025, our Real Estate Lending team delivered strong results
through a streamlined mortgage process and a continued focus on
supporting our members. We achieved an exceptionally low loan decline
rate on real estate transactions and helped 103 first-time homebuyers
obtain mortgages. To further enhance efficiency and service, we added
five new employees to the lending team in 2025, helping reduce our
average time to close residential loans to just 32 days.

We continue to offer some of the lowest closing costs in the industry,
along with highly competitive mortgage rates that are difficult to beat.
We also offer a 10% down payment program with no PMI. Private mort-
gage insurance, or PMI, is typically required on loans with lower down
payments and adds an additional monthly cost to the borrower. By
eliminating PMI, this program helps members keep monthly payments
more affordable while still achieving homeownership.

Another key benefit is our one-time no-fee loan rate modification
option for both purchases and refinances. If rates drop, members may
choose when to exercise their one-time free rate modification, and their
monthly payment is adjusted accordingly. The process is simple and
efficient, requiring only a request and a signed document, with no tax
returns, bank statements, or additional paperwork.

We often hear that borrowers choose other lenders based on recom-
mendations without realizing the value and programs available through
Selfreliance. This is your mortgage, your money, and your choice, and
we encourage members to compare and give us the opportunity to earn
their trust. Members who work with our team consistently find they
appreciate our service, efficiency, and commitment to helping them
achieve their goals.

The Supervisory Committee is responsible for overseeing the credit union’s fi-
nancial reporting process and internal control environment. The Committee en-
sures that internal audit activities are performed, independent audits are con-
ducted as required, and that management addresses audit and examination
matter in a timely manner.

During the year ended December 31, 2025, the Supervisory Committee per-
formed its oversight responsibilities through the following activities:

. Oversight of the Internal Audit function, including review of the an-

nual audit plan and audit results

. Monitoring management responses and corrective actions related to

audit and examination findings

. Review of external audit results, where applicable

. Oversight of regulatory examinations conducted by the NCUA

. Ongoing communication with management regarding internal con-

trols and audit matters

The Internal Audit function performed audits and reviews in accordance
with the approved audit plan, and corrective actions were monitored by the
Supervisory Committee.

Independent external audits and regulatory examinations were conducted
as applicable during the year. The NCUA stated that SFCU is fundamentally
sound and that it continues to maintain a stable capital position supported by
solid earnings. The CPA firm CLA (CliftonLarsonAllen LLP), stated that the fi-
nancial statements present fairly, in all material respects, the financial position
of SFCU and the results of it’s operations and its cash flows for the fiscal year
end 2025, in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in the
United States of America.

The Supervisory Committee reviewed the results of these audits and
examinations and monitored management’s responses to identified issues.

Based on the oversight activities performed during the year, the Supervisory
Committee believes that the credit union maintained an appropriate system
of internal controls and oversight consistent with its size, complexity, and
regulatory environment.

This designation serves as a testament that your proposed district
promoted a distinct historic and cultural community; encouraged economic development and support entrepreneurship in the geographic area and community; encouraged the preservation and
development of historic and culturally significant structures, traditions, and languages; fostered local cultural development and education; provided a focal point for celebrating and strengthening
the unique cultural identity of the community and promoted growth and opportunity without generating displacement or expanding inequality.

Ukrainian Village neighborhood in Chicago
awarded State Cultural District designation!

In December 2024, the Selfreliance Association applied to the
State of Illinois to designate Ukrainian Village in Chicago
as a State Cultural District. On May 19, 2025, the Illinois
Department of Commerce officially granted this
designation to the Association for its Ukrainian Village
Initiative. The newly recognized district is now called
«Selfreliance Association, Ukrainian Village». The
designation is valid for an initial term of 10 years
after which the designation will renew based on State
approval. A portion of the award letter from May 19 is
shown above.

This prestigious designation is held by only 15
districts across the entire state of Illinois, highlighting
the significance of this achievement. For Selfreliance
Association, Ukrainian Village, this recognition brings
new opportunities for economic development, cultural
preservation, infrastructure improvements, and access to state
and private funding aimed at maintaining the district's unique
character.

Following the announcement, our Association, with support from the Illinois
Chapter of the Ukrainian Congress Committee of America, formed an advisory
committee to create a community-wide plan for developing the district.

This designation is the result of extensive and dedicated efforts and
represents a collective victory for our entire community.
